DAY 1 – HANOI - ARRIVAL

Welcome to your holiday with us.

Upon your arrival at Hanoi airport look for our driver who will be waiting for you with a sign bearing your
name. The journey from the airport to your hotel will take approximately 45 minutes and is an entertaining
experience full of chaotic traffic, distinctive architecture and overloaded motorbikes.

Hanoi is a window to a world from long ago that has been dragged into the present. Motorbikes whizz
around, ladies haggle over the price of bread being sold from a bicycle, business deals are struck over a cup
of green tea, whilst sitting on little plastic stools by the side of the road. Prepare to be amazed by this
frantic, yet incredibly charming slice of real Asia.

DAY 2 – HANOI – DAY TOUR

Our guide will meet you at your hotel to begin your personal tour of Hanoi. Beginning at the Ho Chi Minh
mausoleum (closed on Monday & Friday) to pay respects to Uncle Ho and learn about his incredible life.
Please note that all visitors to the mausoleum are required to wear clothes covering knees and shoulders.
This applies to both men and women. The tour then continues to the nearby French built Hoa Lo prison.

DAY 3 – HANOI - HA LONG BAY

For your tour to Ha Long Bay you only need to take some essential items and leave your main luggage at the
hotel. Bring your swimsuit, hat, sunglasses, sunscreen, toiletries, change of clothes, something warm for the
winter months and a book or journal, etc. And don't forget your camera.

Check out of your hotel, pay all your bills and the staff will place your main luggage in storage.

8.00-8.30am - The bus will collect you and the time will vary because the bus will be collecting other
passengers from various hotels around the city. The timing will be dependent upon the traffic.

Your 4-hour journey to Ha Long Bay will pass through lush farmlands and busy villages. Upon arrival at the
harbour you will be welcomed on board your junk and settle in for a delicious seafood banquet as your boat
glides through the towering limestone karsts.
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The afternoon's activities will include a tour of Sung Sot cave followed by a visit and swim at Ti Top Island,
where you can climb to the top for a panoramic view of the bay.
Cocktails at sunset and then another delicious meal onboard your floating home.

DAY 6 & 7 – HOI AN

Plus, you can even explore a short section of the tunnels, something that the kids
really love because they are small enough to walk through them!
